I would like to encourage you with this piece on blessing, which I recently circulated, to several leaders in the city. As we focus on lifting up this nation and her leaders in prayer I would like to remind you that you are called to be a blessing…
Blessing
I see that blessing is a vital part in the spiritual life of God's people – a key function in touching people for God. Initially, in the Bible, blessing is associated with God. It is God's act of giving something of Himself – His nature and character – to people. 

We first encounter the word in the creation account. After God had created all living things, we read: "He blessed all that His hands had made." Gen 1:22

He imparted ongoing good to that which gave Him pleasure, a blessing that continues to this day. Nature has been gifted with resilience, re-creation, renewal and restoration – all attributes of God Himself. People in trouble need these blessings too. Then He gives His servants His authority to impart His blessing to others on His behalf. 

The blessings of God are never  to be bestowed light-heartedly, but always with faith and ongoing prayer. 

God wants to make you a blessing to thousands of hurting people. They, in turn, my bless others.

Numbers 6:22-27
