The past couple of weeks I have been challenged regarding the words that come out of our mouths. It is of great concern how people are so quick to hurt one another especially those we love. To this ends I am sharing some thoughts with you on the subject of words…

Words are Powerful

Words have the potential to build and destroy. Words can crush the spirit or heal a broken heart. Words constitute the very essence of who we are. Every day we have the power to choose the words that spill from our lips and those words have their source in three areas: 

The source

God: "In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God and the Word was God." John 1:1 When God created the heavens and the earth, as told in Genesis, He did so through words… words that originated from the very depths of His being. "And God said, 'Let there be…' ". If we choose to be connected to God, His words can and do flow through us.

"Your word I have hidden in my heart that I may not sin against You." Psalm 119:11
Satan: Just as thoughts originate in God, they also may originate in Satan. Satan is known as the father of lies, the accuser of the brethren. His thoughts are those that are sent to cause harm and alienate you from the Father God. Lies, accusation, slander, suspicion, confusion, deceit, death.

Me: Thought also originate within our own hearts and minds. "For out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks." Matthew 12:34-37 What we put into our hearts will be sure to find its way out (like a tube of toothpaste!)

The key is to identify the origin of the thought and respond appropriately.

2. The Significance
Our words, like the wind, may be unseen yet their effects can be felt for generations to come. As God's word moves to and fro looking to perform it, our words also seek out fulfillment and that is why a father's blessing is so significant even if the child has no idea what is being said. The African culture is very aware of curses which, when uttered by a witch doctor, can find their way to an individual and perform it's intended task. Words are significant!

"Life and death are in the power of the tongue." 

Read: James 3:1-12

3. The Sustenance

"Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds out of the mouth of God." Matthew 4:4

God's word sustains our very being. Word of God = Jesus (John 1:1, 14)

Words last a long time; God's word lasts forever. You will be held account account for every word…

Jesus said, "But I say to you that for every idle word men may speak, they will give account of it…" Matthew 12:36-37

Just as God's word sustains and nourishes, words can also eat away at our very soul, bringing about pain and destruction.

It is important to note here that God's word takes authority and precedence over all others.
A note to the men…

"Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, that He might present her to Himself a glorious church…" Eph 5:25-27

Child of God… 'If you love me you will obey My word' (John 14:23-24)

"Let the Word of Jesus Christ dwell in you richly" Col 3:16
Words are powerful.

Challenge: 

1. Are you holding fast to words that have been destroying your life or holding you back from all God wants you to be? 

2. Have you said things that have caused havoc in the life(ves) of those you love?

Ask the Lord today to set a guard over your mouth so that you may speak life.
