WHO IS JESUS?

The Bible tells us many amazing things about Jesus. For example, Jesus was alive in eternity before the beginning of time. Many places in the Bible explain that Jesus was present in eternity before the universe was created. 

The Bible says,


“… Before Abraham was born, I Am:” – John 8:58

This meant Jesus always existed. I AM was God’s name.

In Exodus 3:14 two thousand years before Jesus was born God identified Himself to Moses as “I AM WHO I AM”. The Hebrew meaning of the name implies continuous existence. 

THE GOSPELS
The first four books of the New Testament were not written to be biographies of Jesus. They were written by different men to certain groups of people for different reasons. These four books are called the Gospels.

· Matthew wrote the Gospel of Matthew to convince the Jews that Jesus was the promised Messiah for whom they were looking.

· Mark wrote to the Gentiles to tell them of Jesus and what He had done.

· The Gospel of Luke was written by a Greek doctor who researched the facts and interviewed people who had known Jesus.

· John wrote the Gospel of John to convince his readers that Jesus was the Son of God.
